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RATINGS — John Crawford

The ratings committee met on Tuesday, November 1
to consider six members who had not yet been i@tddseven
members who submitted requests to have their duraéings
modified. We were able to assign rating code$iteet of the
six unrated players because they either providgafiielocu-
mentation or played in the recent Bradshaw Tourmdme
Sunbird Social and thus created a record of tHayipg level
and tournament success rate. We had to leaveitidiédu-
als as unrated simply because we have no dataealreow
well they are playing at this time.

With respect to the requests for rating chandmes, t
data from the Fall Leagues and the Bradshaw figualyported
the affirmative decision on two of the seven indials. The
committee felt five of the applications failed tesfify a change
either because the data indicated they were wsltipned at
this time or that we simply did not have enougladatmake a
definitive decision to move them to a higher cdéel.
Moreover, none of the proposed changes would hiseed
the ability of the individuals to participate iralgue play.

In part, we are compelled to consider the impilices
of a rating change for the individuals who shaeedblor with
the applicant. If the available data indicates #mindividual
is essentially winning approximately half the garttesy play
with individuals who share their color code, theid®n to
move the individual “up” essentially challenges tadidity of
the ratings held by dozens of his or her associates

When an individual feels the committee is making a
error, they will be asked to arrange a match witkee indi-
viduals who have the color ranking they seek. @nmore of
the members of the committee will arrange to coratctvas
that foursome plays a traditional three set rotatigame.

The committee is also asking the four league thrsc

and all their team captains to conduct a systeneatituation
of their players this year to help us decide ifva@e the need
to move some individuals either UP or DOWN in ortteopti-
mize the competitive nature of our regular matcHess the
firm philosophy of both the club and the ratingsneoittee that
an ideal tennis game for a social club producesaonés that
are balanced. The result of this effort will beannced in
May of this year and we will be working to makeestinat any
and all changes produced by the effort are perdeagefair and
credible by the entire membership of the CTC.
