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Mastering Your Choking Response

One of the most common questions is “why do | always miss easy shots?”

Controlling your own choking response is not some inborn genetic talent. It's a learned skill. If you become obsessed
with not choking, it is almost certain you will choke. Your attitude should be, if you choke, you choke. It's okay. And then
let it go. Stay positive and move on.

You should set performance goals and not outcome goals. Setting outcome goals creates expectations that lead to
choking. Performance goals allow you to find success in your losses and to facilitate the growth of confidence.

Increasing confidence in key technical skills will also help you overcome choking. You should develop a second serve that
rarely fails under pressure. You should improve any stroke that consistently fails you under pressure. Sometimes, the
problem is technical rather than mental. It helps to laugh at your mistakes rather than to break your racket. If you can see
the humor in your situation, it will allow you to stay positive. Accept what has happened and walk away from it with a
smile. Don’t berate yourself with negative self-talk. If you find yourself engaging in negative self-talk, say to yourself, let it
go, and focus on the next point. Focus on each point, one at a time. During the point, there should be no past or future,
only the present.

Most players believe they have to win to have fun. But actually, they have it reversed. Winning is a byproduct to the right
attitude toward the game. Challenge yourself to have fun each and every time you go onto the court.

Every tournament brings up some rule situations and questions ---

1. Ball in Play (Rule 11) --- Is a point decided when a good shot has clearly passed a player, or when an apparently bad
shot passes over the baseline or sideline? No. A ball is in play until it bounces twice or lands outside the court, hits a
permanent fixture, or hits a player.

2. Hindrance (Rule 26) --- If a player is hindered in playing the point by a deliberate act of the opponent(s), the player
shall win the point. However, the point shall be replayed if a player is hindered in playing the point by either an
unintentional act of the opponent(s), or something outside the player’s own control.

USTA Comment 26.2 - Can a player’s own action be the basis for that player claiming a let or a hindrance? No. Nothing
a player does entitles that player to call a let. For example, a player is not entitled to a let because the player breaks a
string, the player’s hat falls off, or a ball in the player’s pocket falls out. (The opponents may call a hindrance when the ball
falls out of the opponents pocket if they do so immediately. However, the first time this happens it is considered an
unintentional hindrance and the point is played over. Anytime during the match that it happens again the opponents can
call a hindrance and take the point.)

3. Talking (The Code — 33) --- Talking during a point. A player shall not talk while the ball is moving toward the
opponent’s side of the court. If the players talking interferes with an opponents ability to play the ball, the player loses the
point. Consider the situation where a player hits a weak lob and loudly yells at his or her partner to get back. If the shout
is loud enough to distract an opponent, then the opponent may claim the point based on a deliberate hindrance. If the
opponent chooses to hit the lob and misses it, the opponent loses the point because the opponent did not make a timely
claim of hindrance. (Players should never argue in a loud voice over any situation that occurs on the court as this affects
many players, the players partners and also the players on the nearby courts. [f this occurs, the tournament director
needs to stop that match and move it off the court and based on the situation, either call a double default or default the
team or player based on known facts.)

4. Scoring disputes (The Code — 32) --- Disputes over the score shall be resolved by using one of the following methods,
which are listed in the order of preference: A. court all points and games agreed upon by the players and replay only the
disputed points or games; B. *play from a score mutually agreeable to all players; C. spin a racket or toss a coin.
