There were questions regarding the recent team assignments for the IronOaks (IOTC) vs Cottonwood (CTC)

Both asked “ are they just for the better play-
ers?” All members regardless of color ratings are encouraged to sign-up for all events. I remember when Keith Nelson, Lou Galiano, 
Jack Szatkowski and myself first arrived to the community and knew very little about tennis. We just wanted to be involved. The same 
applies to all current CTC members – get involved regardless of your experience. There will always be someone of your level to enjoy 
a socially competitive match. It doesn’t matter if you win or lose – be involved and have some enjoyment. 
 
At the Rainbow Social, the Green Team won on both Friday and Saturday. The prize for the winning team each day was to cut in line, 
be fed first and harass the others.

RATINGS — John Crawford  
The ratings committee for the Cottonwood Tennis Club will 
have a formal meeting in November.  We will consider all for-
mal requests for rating changes at that time.  Some club mem-
bers will require an initial rating and others will require modi-
fications in their current rating.  If you fit into either group, 
please complete the ratings request form located by the infor-
mation board adjacent to Court One. 
 
We will be using data from the Bradshaw tournament, the 
summer leagues, and insight from the committee members to 
make our determinations of appropriate rating levels.  The goal 
of all decisions is consistent.  We seek to rate individuals so 
they will consistently play with individuals who can give them 
a challenging but fair match.  We feel the “proof is on the 
court” when we find that individuals are consistently winning 
about half of the games they play.  We believe no one is re-
warded by matches that result in 6-0 outcomes on a regular 
basis. 

One thought all club members should keep in mind is the tyr-
anny of age. Over time, all of us are going to go down in terms 
of our skill level simply because our bodies will not let us 
move with the speed of yesterday.  With that thought in mind, 
we find that individuals occasionally request that we lower 
their rating due to a temporary injury issue.  At other times, the 
data from league play or special tournaments such as the Brad-
shaw will provide solid data that compels the ratings commit-
tee to lower the “color level” of a player simply to help assure 
that he or she is in a position to once again begin winning half 
the games they play on a regular basis.  Those decisions, of 
course, are painful for both the ratings committee and the club 
members because they are decisions that alter established so-
cial relationships.  For that reason, we have a robust appeal 
process that can help all parties when a decision seems unfair 
or inaccurate.
