As the year gets in 
full swing, the ratings committee will strive to find a way 
to have all active members conduct a self evaluation with 
the new chart.  Our goal would be to have a significant 
number of club members modify their rankings on a vol-
untary basis in order to help us assure that all our formal 
competitions remain optimally competitive for every 
member of the club.  Moreover, the new behavior-based 
chart should help the ratings committee make consistent 
evaluations of member skill levels when they are asked 
to observe an individual for the purpose of changing their 
rating code.
